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Background

RCLME frequently has guest speakers or club members providing speeches as a normal part of non-business meetings.  RCLME meetings are held weekly on Wednesday mornings from 7 am to 8 am at Maynard's restaurant in Excelsior.  Speakers will usually have about 25 minutes to speak on their topic which follows ordinary club business and ends at 8 am

Vocational Speeches

All RCLME members are invited to give vocational speeches periodically.  New members are usually invited to speak soon after acceptance by RCLME.  Speakers have up to 25 minutes for their vocational speech unless notified otherwise.  A sound system is provided and the club has a digital projector and screen available for video or computer presentations. RCLME does not have a laptop computer available for use and speakers will need to provide their own.   Vocational speeches are designed for members inform the club about themselves.  Vocational speeches usually include birthplace, upbringing, education, family, faith, and career; however, there is not a set format for a vocational speech and creativity is encouraged.  Please note that the same basic guidelines apply to RCLME members as to guest speakers.

Guest Speakers

Guest speakers are invited to join the club for breakfast at RCLME's expense.  Following normal club business, speakers will be introduced by either a member of RCLME, the RCLME President, or a visiting Rotarian.  Speakers have approx. 25 minutes to speak on their topic.  A sound system is provided and the club has a digital projector and screen available for video or computer presentations. RCLME does not have a laptop computer available for use and speakers will need to provide their own.  Speakers that wish to provide handouts are asked to bring enough for about 50 club members.

  Please note the following:

1. RCLME does not allow speakers that are seeking public office or re-election to speak during campaign or election periods.

2. Speakers are asked to not solicit during speeches.  Although Rotary is a charitable organization, all decisions regarding donations are made by the RCLME Board and not the members at large.

3. Speakers are not compensated monetarily, unless the RCLME Board wishes to sponsor the speaker.

4. Speakers that plan to include any controversial material, especially political or religious, or if their speech contains any testimony about politics or religion, RCLME asks that the club be informed at least one week prior to the meeting and that the speaker be prepared to hear a pro or con speech or opinion at the same meeting.  Open debates are not allowed.
